For exam-
ple, combination C has been given an O and an X, so two of the four digits 1, 8, 3, and 2 appear in the final
combination — one in the position given (for example, 8 might be the second digit of the correct combina-
tion), and one in a different position (1 might be the last digit of the combination). The placement of the sym-
bols does not correspond to any particular place in the combination.
