Course Requirements

I. Course: Algebra I – Year Long
Teacher: Jeff Borland
   Prerequisites: C or above in 8th grade Algebra I; C or above in Pre-Algebra
   Credits: 4
IIa. Course Description: 

This year long course extends the student’s knowledge of number systems and polynomials.  It introduces students to linear equations and functions, linear inequalities, solving equations through algebraic and graphing techniques and representing functions in a variety of ways.  Students will use graphing calculators to explore and interpret graphs.

IIb. Principle Content Standards from the Maine Learning Results: 

Students know how to represent and use real numbers; understand and use polynomials and expressions with rational exponents; solve families of equations and inequalities; understand and interpret the characteristics of functions using graphs, tables and algebraic representations; and understand correlation and cause and effect.

IIc. DHS Academic Expectations: 

Read with the ability to learn; write well to explain and analyze; listen actively and communicate effectively; speak clearly and effectively; utilize mathematical and scientific methods to answer questions and solve problems; employ technology to organize and communicate information in order to investigate and solve problems; and evaluate data critically.

Demonstrate ethical behavior; accept responsibility for personal decisions and actions; and act with respect for the varied cultures and viewpoints in our community.

III. Instructional Material:

IV. Homework and Classwork:
Homework is given often and expected to be completed for the next class.  It will be graded based on completion and quality.  Late homework will lose half its value.  The only way to get a good grade is to do your homework regularly.   

Your classwork grade is given based on your preparedness (ie pencil, paper everyday), as well as your attention in class. 

V. Attendance:

According to school policy, 10 absences during the semester will result in failure for the course. The student who missed homework due to an absence is required to make up all missed work.

Students who have missed class for any reason and need help should make an appointment with the teacher (see Teacher availability VI).


Lateness is unacceptable, and tardies will require a parental meeting. 

VI. Teacher Availability:
If you need help, I am available often.  I am Tuesdays and Thursdays after school.  I am also available for extra help block 3 in room 214.  I am often available at lunch in rm 226 or 214. VII. Quizzes and Tests:

Tests will be given a few times per quarter (2-4).  Test can be made up once, where the points will be out of 85% of the full test. 

Quizzes will be given often, and are at the discretion of the teacher.  Students should expect a quiz at least once ever week.
